


Origin: During his active period, his sire Quidam de Revel was one of the best show jumpers in the world, winning 

Olympic bronze for his home country France and later a large number of Grand Prix under his Danish rider Thomas 

Velin. He also takes one of the top positions in the ranking list of the best jumper-makers. In recent years he was 

present in international sport through off-spring such as the team World Champion and Vice European Champion Dollar 

de la Pierre/Reynald Angot/FRA, Diabolo du Pare n/Ludovic Leygue/FRA, Eve des Etisses/Hubert Bourdy/FRA, Nabab 

de Reve/Philippe Le Jeune/FRA, Godsend du Reverdy/Thomas Velin/DEN, Integrity/Beezie Madden/USA, Jadis de 

Toscane and Ideal de Roy/both Philippe Rozier/FRA, Quibell/Jessica Kiirten/IRL and Quibell/Marco Kutscher. The dam’s 

sire Grosso Z began his magnificent career in breeding in Rhineland. After an intermezzo of several years in Hanover, 

he is today stationed again in Rhineland. With an index of nearly 150 he won his stallion performance test in Warendorf. 

Grosso Z competed in show jumping dosses up to medium (M) level and then won St. Georges and Inter I. He passes 

on his talent for both jumping and dressage to his off-spring. His licensed son Goldfever won Olympic team gold and 

bronze in show jumping under Ludger Beerbaum. Another licensed son Goethe/Heiner Schiergen and his daughter 

Gina Royal OLD/EUen Schulten-Baumer are successful in Grand Prix dressage rings. The granddam, St.Pr.St. 

Rawissa, is also the dam of an advanced (S) level carriage horse called Roncalli (by Ragazzo). Rheinblick is the son of 

a stallion who is very significant in NRW breeding, Romadour II. The great granddam, SLPr.St. Ramira, also produced 

an advanced (S) level show jumper called Eileen (by EhrensoldJ/Gianni Govoni/ITA and a mare called Ramona (by 

Larome), who became the dam of the medium (M) level show jumper named Aaron (by Aquilino).

Performance record: Quirifino Quainton was licensed and registered in the Stud Book of Zangersheide in Belgium. 

When he was seven-years old, he took front places in the international Youngster Tour, e.g. in Arezzo/ITA, Modena/ITA 

and Hamburg under Ben Maher/GBR.
