


Origin: His sire, Silvio I, produced numerous show jumpers of the very highest order. Silvio I was initially at stud in 

Holtrup in the south of Oldenburg. During this time, he produced 20 approved sons. From 2003 to 2006, Silvio I was 

leased to the Celle State Stud and stationed at the Unterweser insemination station in Dorum. In 2006, he changed to 

Italy. His most famous sons in international show jumping is Shutterfly/Meredith Michaels-Beerbaum. Shutterfly and 

Meredith came third in final of the best four at the World Championships in Aachen in 2006 and also belonged to the 

bronze-winning German team. In 2006, the prize money won by Silvio I’s offspring amounted to over 1.8 million Euros. 

The dam, Zoraya Carmen, is a daughter of Calypso II. This Holsteiner stallion was one of the most important sires 

in Germany, and his progeny are known for their outstanding quality, not only regarding their jumping ability, but also 

with respect to their rideability. In Hanover and Holstein, Calypso II produced outstanding stallion sons (among them 

Contender) and internationally successful performance horses. In the third generation stands the Anglo-Norman Zeus, 

who has some strong Anglo-Arab influences in his lineage. He used to be one of the most popular show jumper sires of 

his generation worldwide. Czar, Lonesome Dove, Zarino, Zukunft and many other of his offspring made Zeus famous 

as a maker of show jumpers. Well-known are also his stallion sons Zymbal I (Main Premium winner, highly-prized DLG 

stallion and triple Bundeschampionat competitor), his full-brother Zymbal II (successful in advanced show jumping 

classes), Swift and Beach Boy (today stationed in Sweden) as well as Zapateado (1992 Oldenburg Approval Reserve 

Champion), Zenit (AUT) and Zyklon (Bavaria). Via Gardeulan I, Seneka I and the Trakehner Humboldt, the bloodline 

leads to its foundation mare, Alpenly (by Alpenflug I-Negerkbnig II-Johann etc.). This Hanoverian line also brought forth 

the stallions Chucas (private stallion Baden-Wurrttemberg) and Rex Ramiro (private stallion Bavaria).
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
